Raising issues and not including names: 

It is not the intent of the Allendale East Area School Facebook page to create a complaints and issues page.  Issues 
involving any of the students, staff or members of the Governing Council must not be communicated via Facebook.  

Please use appropriate forums, such as direct contact with the school and follow the school procedures and codes of 
conduct relating to the handling of complaints and issues.  Similarly, the school will not respond directly to request or 

messages on Facebook.  We reserve the right to block access to anyone who abuses that trust (see below). 
 

Supported use of names in posts: 

You are welcome to use names in posts when you wish to acknowledge someone’s great work or community 
contribution; however we ask that only first names of students are used.  We wish our Facebook page to be used to 

build our community – a public acknowledgment goes a long way to supporting a positive school environment. 
 

Friending teachers on Facebook: 
All South Australian teachers operate under Department for Education Social Media Policy which states that they are 

to maintain a professional relationship with students and parents. 
 

Moderation and Blocklisting: 

Allendale East Area School reserves the right to set the strength level of the Facebook profanity filter and to add 
additional words and names to the page’s blocklist.
